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MADHYA PRADESH ACT
No. 34 or 2011,

ATAL BIHARI VAJPAYEE IIINDI VISHHTWAVIDYALAYA ADHINIYAM, 2011

Received the assent of the Governor on the 16th December, 2011 assent first published in
the “Madhya Pradesh Gazefte (Extra-ordinary}”, dated 19th December, 2011,

An Act to provide for establishment and incorporation of the Hindi University in the State of
Madhya Pradesh for development of Hindi language and for advancement and dissemination
of knowledge in Hindi medium and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto.

Be it enacted by the Madhya Pradesh Legislature in the sixty-second year of the Republic
of Inida as follows :—

1. (1) This Act may be called the Atal Bihari Vajpayee Hindi Vishwavidyalaya
Adhiniyam, 2011.

(21 It extends to the whole of Madhya Pradesh,

(3) It shall come into force on such date as the State Government may, by notification,
appoint.

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(a)  “Academic Council” means the Academic Council of the University;
(b} “Chancelior™ means the Chancellor of the University;

(cy  “Executive Council” means the Executive council of the University;

(dy “Generat Council” means the General Council of the University;

(¢}  “Pro-Vice-Chancellor” means the Pro-Vice-Chancellor of the University;
(f)y  “Registrar” means the Registrar of the University,;

(gy  “Stawtes”, “Ordinances” and “regulations” means the Statutes, Ordinances and
regulations of the University for the time being in force;

(hy  “University” means the Atal Bihari Vajpayee Hindi University established under
section 3;

(i “University Grants Commission” means the Universily Grants comimission
established under section 4 of the University Grants commission Act, 1956
(No. 3 of 1956);

(j)  “Vice-Chancellor” mmeans the Vice Chancellor of the University.

3. (1) There shall be established in the State of Madhya Pradesh an University by the name
of (he Atal Bihari Vajpayee Hindi University.

{2) The head quarters of the University shall be at Bhopal.

(3) The University shall be a body corporate by the name aforesaid having perpetual
succession and a common seal with power, subject to the provisions of this Act, 0 acquire and
hold property both movable and immovable, to transfer any property held by it and 1o contract
and to do al! other things necessary for the purposes of its constitution and shall sue and be sued
by the said name.
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(4) In all suits and proceedings by or against the University, the pleadings shall be signed
and venfied by the Registrar or a representative appointed by him or by any person nominated
by him for this purpose and ali process in such suits and proceedings shall be issued to and served
on the Registrar.

4. The main objective of the University is to have Hindi language as a medium of instruction
for the teaching, training, advancement, dissemination of knowledge and for research of high level
in Science, Literature, Arts and other disciplines, Keeping the generality of the above objectives
unaffected the objectives of the University we as follows :

(i} to promole, compile and protect siudy and research of Science, Literature, Culture,
Arts, Philosophy and other disciplines;

{i1) to promoie and disseminale education and knowledge in Hindi language and 1o
fulfill this purpose, conduct translation from other languages, publications, use
ol audiovisual aids and distance education, use of Infermation Technology and
employement skills;

(iii) 1o organize lectures, seminars, symposia, conferences to promote the knowledge
of Hindi language;

{iv) 1o promole leaching and training in various disciplines which the University deems
it and (0 make arrangement to advance research work;

(v) to encourage the study of and research in all religions and main ancient
civilizations and cultures;

(vi) to conduct examination and confer honorary degrees and other distinctions;

{vil) to do all such things as are incidental, necessary or conducive 10 the attainment

of all or any of the ohjectives of the University.

5. The jurisdiction of the University shall extend 1o the whole of the State of Madhya
Pradesh:

Provided that the State Government may permit the University to collaborate with any
institution outside the State of Madhya Pradesh or abroad for carrying out partly or wholly any
of us teaching or research activities,

6. The University shall not discriminate against any citizen of India on grounds of religion,
race, casie, creed, sex, place of birth, political or other apinien or any of them in the exercise of
powers or performance of functions conferred or imposed upon it by or under this Act.

7. The powers and functions of the University shall he :—
(i) to administer and manage the University and centers and institutions established

under University for research, education, instruction as are necessary for the

1o held examinations and to grant diplomas or certificates, and to confer degrees
and other academic distinctions on persons subject 1o such condilions as the
Universily may delermine and (o withdraw any such diplomas, certificates, degrees
or other academic distinctions for good and sufficient cause;

to conler honorary degrees or other distinctions in (the manner laid down in the
Stalutes:

io fix, demand and receive fees and other charges;

to institute and maintain halls and hostels and to recognise places of residence
for the students of the University and 1o withdraw such recognition accorded to
any such place of residence;

to institute professorships, associate professorships, assistant professorships,
readerships and leclureships, and any other leaching, academic or research posts
required by the University and to make appoiniments thereto;

to create technical, administrative. ministerial and other posts and to make
appointments thereto;

to regulate and enforce discipline among the students and employees of the
University and to take such disciplinary measures as may be deemed necessary;

to institute and award fellowships, scholarships, prizes and medals;

to give up and cease from carrying on any classes or departments of the
University;

1o co-operate with any other organization in the matter of education, training and
research in Hindi and allied subjects for such purposes as may be agreed upon
on such terms and conditions as the University may from time to time determine;

to reguiate the expenditure and to manage the accounts of the University;

to receive grants, subventions, subscriptions, donations and gifts for the purpose
of the University and consistent with the objects for which the University is
established;

to purchase, take on lease or accept as gifis or otherwise any land or building
or works, which may be necessary or convenient for the purpose of the University
on such terms and coaditions as it may deem fit and proper and to construct or
alter and maintain any such buildings or works;

to sell, exchange, lease or otherwise dispose of all or any portion of the properties
of the University, movable or immovable. on such terms as it may deem fit and
proper without prejudice to the interest and activities of the University;
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(xxi}  to draw and accept, to make and cndorse, to discount and negotiate promissory
notes, bills of cxchange, cheques or other negotiable instruments;

(xxil) to cxccute conveyances transfers, reconveyanccs, mortgages, leases, and
agrecments in respect of movable or immovable property including Government
securitics belonging 1o the University or to be required for the puarpose of the
University;

{(xxii{} 10 appoint any such perscn as it may deem fit, to execute an instrument or
transact any business or discharge the functions, of the University under above
clauses {xviii), (xix), (xx) and (xxi),

(xxiv) to enter into any agreement with Central Government, State Government, the
University Grants commission or other authorities for receiving grants;

(xXxv) 10 raise and borrow money on bonds, morlgage, promissory notes or other
obligations or securities founded or based upon all or any of the properties and
assels of (he Universily or withoul any securities upon such terms and conditions
as it ay deem [il and (o pay oul of the [unds of the University all expenses
incidental, o the raising of money and (o repay and redeem any money borrowed,

(xxvi) to invest the funds of the Universily or fund entrusted to the Univessity in or
upen such securities and in such manner as il may deemi fit and from time to
time ranspose any investment;

(xxvii) to make such regulations as may, [rom ume 1o ume, be considered necessary
for regulating the alfairs and the management of the University and to alter,
modily and rescind, them;

(xxviil) Lo constitute for the benefit of the academic, technical, adminstrative and other
staff, i such manner and subject to such conditions as may be prescribed by
the Statutes, such pension, insurance and gratuity as it may deem fit and {0 make
such grants as it may think fit for the benefit of any employees of the University
and to aid in establishment and support of the associations, institutions, funds,
trusts and conveyance calculated to benefit the staff and the students of the
University: and

{xxix) to do ali such other acts and things as the University may consider necessary,
conducive or incidental to the attainment or enlargement of ali or any of its
objectives.

8. (1) All recognised teaching in connection with the degrees, diplomas and certificates of
the University shall be conducted under the control of the General Councit by the teachers of the
University in accordance with the syllabus prescribed by the regulations.

(2) The cowrses and curricula and the authonties responsible for crganising such teaching
shall be as prescribed by the regulations.

Exptanation.—in sub-section (1), “teacher” means professors, associate professors, assistant
professors, readers and such other persons appointed with the approval of the Academic Council
as well as the Execuiive Council, for imparting education and conducting research in the college
or institution run by the University.

9. (1) The Governor of Madhya Pradesh shall be the Chancellor of the University.
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{2) the Chanccllor shall have the right 1o cause inspection t© be made, by such persen or
persons as he may direct, of the University, its buildings, fibraries and equipments and of may
department maintained by the University, and also of the examinations, teaching and other work
conducted or done by the University and to canse an inquiry t© be made, in like manner in respect
of any matter connected with the administration and finances of the University.

(3) The Chancellor shall in every case give notice to the University of his intention to causc
an inspection or inquiry to be made and the University shall be entitled to appeint a representative
who shall have the right to be present and be heard at such inspection or inquiry.

{4) The Chancellor may address the Vice-Chancelior with reference to the result of such
inspection or inquiry and the Vice-Chancellor shall communicate to the Executive Council the views
of the Chancellor along with such advice as the Chancellor may have offered on the action to be
taken thereon :

Provided that where an inspection or inguiry is caused on a request from the State
Government, the State Government may know about the action taken by the Chancellor and
Chancellor shall take action under this sub-section in consultation with the State Government,

{5) The Executive Council shall communicate through the Vice-Chancellor 1o the Chanceilor
such action, if any, as it proposes to take or has been taken on the result of such inspection or
inquiry.

{6) Where the Executive Council or the management does not, within a reasonable time,
tuke action 1o satisfaction of the Chancellor, the Chancellor may after considering any explanation
lurnished or representation made by the Executive Council or the management, issue in consultation
with the State Government, such directions as he may think fit and the Executive Council or
management, as the case may be, shall comply therewith,

10. The following shall be the authorities of the University :—

(1) the General Council:

(i) the Executive-Council;

{ii) the Academic Council;

(av) the Finance Committee; and

(v) such other authorities as may be prescribed by the regulations.

11. There shall be a General Council of the University which shall consist of the following
members, namely —

(i) the Minister-in-charge of Finance, Government of Madhya Pradesh;

(v} the Principal Secretary/Secretary of Higher Education Department, Gevernment
of Madhya Pradesh:

{vi) the Principal Secretary/Secretary of Finance Deparlment. Government of

Madhya Pradesh;

(vil) the Commissioner, Higher Education, Madhya Pradesh;
(viii) the Vice-Chancellors of other Universities of Madhva Pradesh (other than
private universities);

{ix) Six members nominated by the State Government, having outstanding
contribution 1 the field of education, culture, arts, social work, industry,
agriculture or athers amongst whom one each shall be a person belonging 1o
Other Backward Classes and Scheduled Castes;

{(x) Two renowned educationists, nominated by the Chancellor, amongst whom one
shall be a woman;

(x1) One nominee of Chancellor honoured at MNational or State level in the field
of language or literature;

(xiiy 6 members, nominated by the State Government from Teachers/Professors of
the Colleges/Universities of Madhya Pradesh, amongst whom one person shall
he from Scheduled Tribes.

12. (1) The Chief Minister of Madhya Pradesh shall be the Chairman of the General Council.

(2) The Minister-in-charge of Higher Education shall be the Vice-Chairman of the General
Council.

(3} The Vice-Chancellor of the University shall be the Secretary of the General Council.

13. (1) Subject to the provisions of sub-section (2) and (3) the term of office of the mambers
of the General Council shall be four years.

(2) Where a member of the General Council becomes such member by reason of the office
or appointment he hold, or is a nominated member, his membership shall terminaie when he ceases
to held such office or appointment or, as the case may be, his nomination is withdrawn or
cancelled.

(3) A member of the General Council shall cease to be a member, if he resigns or becomes
of unsound mind or, becomes insolvent or is convicted of a criminal offence invelving moral
turpitude or if a member other than the Vice-Chancellor accepts a full time appointment in the
University or if he fails to attend three consccutive meetings of the General Council without the
leave of the Chairman or acts against the interests of the University.

(4} A member of the General Council may resign his office by a letter addressed to the
Chairman and such resignation shall take cffect as soon as such resignation has been accepted by
him.

{5) any vacancy in the General Council shalt be filled cither by appointment or nomination,
as the casc may be, of a person by the respective authority entitled to make the same and the
person 30 appointed or nominated shall hold office so long only as the member in whose place
hc is appointed or nominated could hold office if the vacancy had not occurred.

14. The General Counci} shall have the following powers, namely —

() to exercise the powers and functions of University laid down in Section 7, except
where such powers are given to some other authority or officer of the University;

{ii) to review from time to time the broad policies and programmes of the University
and to take measures for the improvement and development of University:
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(it} to consider and pass resolutions as deemed fit on the mwmual repori, financial
estimates, annual accounts and the audit reports on such accounts;

{iv) to delegate all or any of its powers to the Vice-Chancellor or any commitiee or
any sub-commillee or 10 any one or more of its members or any employee of
the University; and

(v) to perform such other functions as it may deem necessary for the efficient
functioning and administration of the University.

15. (1) The General Councill shall meet at least once in a year and at least fifteen days
notice shall be given for its meetings.

(2) The Chairman shall preside over the meeting and in his absence, the members present
shall elect a person from amongst themselves to preside over the meeting.

(3) One third of the total number of members of the General Council shall form the quorum
[or a meeting.

(4) Each member shall have one vote and if there be equality of vates on any‘ question to
be determined by the General Council, the Chairman or the persen presiding over the meeting
shall, in addition, have a casting vote.

(5) If urgent action by the General council becomes necessary, the Chairman may permit
the business to be transacted by circulation of papers to the members of the General Council,
and the action proposed to be taken shall not be taken unless agreed to by a majority of the
members of the General Council and the action so taken shall be forthwith intimated to all the
members of the General Council and the papers shall be placed before the next meeting of the
General council for confirmation,

(6} A report of the working of the University during the previous year, together with a
staternent of receipts and expenditure, the balance sheet duly audited, and the financial estimate
shall be presented by the Vice-Chancellor to the General Council at its annual meeting.

16. (1) The Executive Council shall be the Chief Execuiive body of the University.

(2} The administration, management and control of the University and the income thereot
shall be vested with the Executive Council which shall control and administer the property and
funds of the University.

17. (1) The Vice-Chancellor shall be the Chairman of the Executive Council.

(2) The Executive Council shall consist of the foliowing members, namely :(—

{i} The Vice-Chancellor;
(i) Two members of the Genral Council to be nominated by the General Council;
(iit) Principal Sccretary/Sceretary of Higher Education Department, Government of

Madhya Pradesh or his nomince not below the vank of Deputy Sceretary;

{iv) Principal Secretary/Secretary of Finance Department, Government of Madhya

Pradesh or his nominee not below the rank of Deputy Secretary;

{v) Two whole time teachers of the University by rotation according 1o seniority-

cum-merit, amongst whoimn one shall be from Scheduled castes;
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(v1) Two persons nominated by Chancellor, who have made eminent contribulion in
the field of education amongst whom one shall be a woman;

(vii} Four persons nominated by the State Goverament-Two academicians and two
eminent persons from any ficld, out of these four persons one each shall be a
person belonging to Schednled Tribes and Other Backward Classcs.

18. (1) where 4 person has become a member of the Execulive Council be reason of the
office or appointment he holds, his membership shall terminate when he ceases 10 hold that office
or appomurnent.

(2) A member of the Executive Council shall cease to be a member if he resigns or becomes
of unsound mind or becomes insolvent or is convicted of a criminal offence involving moral
turpitude or if a member other than the Vice-Chancellor or a member of a faculty accepts a full
time appointment in the University or if he fails to atiend three consecutive micetings of the
Executive Council without the leave of the Chairman of the Executive Council, or acts against
the interests of the University.

(3) Unless their membership of the Executive Council is previously terminated as provided
in sub-section (1) or (2), members of the Executive council shall relinquish their membership on
the expiry of three years from the date on which they become members of the Executive Council.

{4) A member of the executive Council other than an ex-officio member may resign his
office by a letter addressed o the Chairman of the Executive Council and such resignation shall
take effect as soon as it is accepted by the Chairman of the Executive Council.

(5) Any vacancy in the Executive Council shall be filled either by appointment or nomination,
as the case may be, by the respective authority entitled to make the same and on the expiry of
the period of the vacancy such appeiniment or nomination shall cease to be effective.

19. Without prcjudice to the provisions of Section 14, the Executive Council shall have the
following powers and functions :—

N to create, abolish or classify teaching posts in the University and to determinate
the qualifications, emoluments and duties attached thereto after considering the
recommendations of the Academic Council :

Provided that teaching post shail be created with the prior approval of the State
Government;

(i) to appoini from time to time, the Registrar, the librarian, professors and other
members of the teaching staff as may be necessary on the recommendations of
the selection committee constituted by regulaticns for the purpose:

Provided that it shall not be necessary to constitute any selection committee for making

appointment :—
(a} 0 any supernumerary post; or
{b} to the post of Professor of a high academic distinction, eminence and

professional attainment;

(i) to create administrative, ministerial and other necessary posts, with the prior
sanction of the State Government and to determine the minimum qualifications
and emoluments of such posts;
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{iv) 10 manage and regulate the finances, accounts, ivestments, property, business and
all other administrative affairs of the University and for that purpose to appoint
such agents, as it may deem fit;

(v) to transfer or accept transfer of any movable or immovable property on behalf
of the University;

{vi) to enter into, vary, carryout and cancel contracts on behalf of the University and
for that purpose 1o appoint such officers as it may deem fit;

{vii} to provide the buildings. premises, furnitre and apparatus and other means needed
for carrying on the work of the University,

(viil)  to entertain, adjudicate and to redress any grievances of the officers of the
University, the teachers, the students and employees who may, for any reason,
feel aggrieved;

{ix} to appoint examiners and moderators, and if necessary to remove them and to
fix their fees, emoluments and travelling and other allowances, after consulting
the Academic Council;

(x) to select a common seal for the University and to provide for the custody of
the seal;

{xi) to delegate any of its powers except the powers to make reguiations, 1o any
officer or authority, either temporarily or permanently;

(xii) 10 exercise such other powers and to perform such other duties as may be
conferred or imposed on it by or under this Act; and

(xiil)  to make arrangement for appointment of teachers and other employees of
University, other than Vice-Chancellor and predetermination of their service
conditions and filing up of temporary vacancics.

20. (1) The Exccutive Council shall mect at least once in four months.

(2y The Chairman of the Executive Council shall preside over a meeting of the Executive
Council, and in his abscnce, the members present shall clect a person from amongst themselves
to preside over the meeting.

(3) Four members of the Executive Council, shall form the quorum at any meeting thereof.

(4) Each mcmber of the Executive Council shall have one vote and if there be cquality of
votes on any qucstion o be determined by the Exccutive Council, the Chairman of the Exccutive
Council, or as the casc may be, the member presiding over that mecting shall, in addition, have
a casting vote,

(3} If urgent action by the Executive Council becomes necessary, the Vice-Chanccllor may
permit the business to be transacted by circulation of papers to the members of the Executive
Council and the action proposed to be taken shall not be taken unless agreed 1o by a majority of
members of the Executive Council and the action so taken shall be forthwith intimated to all the
members of the Execuiive Council and the papers shall be placed before the next meeting of the
Executive Council for confirmation.
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21. (1) Subject to the provisions of this Act, and the regulations made in this behalf, the
Executive Council may, by resolution, constitute such standing committees or appoint ad-hoc
committees for such purposes and with such powers as the Executive Council may think fit for
exercising any power or discharging any function of the University or for enquiring into, reporting
or advising upon any mater relating to the University.

(2} The Executive Council, while constituting or appointing commitiee, shall ensure that the
proper representation of the principals, teachers and leamed persons of Hindi, social workers and/
or ather learned persons of any subject is made:

Provided that ne member, officer or employee of the University shall be nominated as a
member for more than two committees.

(3) 'The Executive Council may also constitute other committees or sub-committees as may
be prescribed by regulations.

{4) The Executive Council may co-opt such persons to a standing commitiee or an ad-hoc
commiltee as it considers suitable and may permit them te attend the meetings of the Hxecuiive
Council.

22. The Academic Council shall be the academic body of the University and shall, subject
to the provision of this Act and the Statutes, Ordinances and regulations made thereunder, have
power of control and general regulation of and be responsible for the maintenance of standards
of instructions, education and examination of the University and shall exercise such cother powers
and perform such other duties as may be conferred or imposed upon it by this Act and the Statutes,
Ordinances and regulations made thereunder, and it shall have the right to advise the Executive
Council en all academic matters.

23. The Academic Council shall consist of the following members, namely —

(i} the Vice-Chancellor, who shall be the Chairman thereof;
{i1) three experts nominated by Vice-Chancellor, who are working in other
Universities:

(iii) all the Deans and licads of the Department of the University nominated by the
Vice-Chancellor, not exceeding more than three by rotation;

(iv) two professors other than the Heads of the Departments, if any; and

(v) one member of the teaching staff representing associale and assistam prolessors
of the University nominated by the Vice-Chancellor:

Provided that an employee of the University shall not be eligible [or nomiration under clause
(i} shove,

(2) The erm of office of the members other than ex-officio members shall be three vears;
Provided that the term of the first Academic Counctl shall be five years.

24. Subject to the provisions of this Act and the Statutes, Ordinances and regulations made

thereunder, the Academic Councit shall, in addition 1o all other powers vested in it, have the
following powers, namely :—

to recognize diplomas and degrees of other Universities and institutions and 1o
determine their equivalence in relation to the diplomas and degrees of the
University;

to fix, subject to any conditions accepted by the General Council, the time, mode
and conditions of competitions for fellowships, scholarships and other prizes and
to award the same;

to make recommeadations to the Executive Council in regard to the appointment
of examiners and if necessary their removal and the fixation of their fees,
emoluments, and travelling and other expenses;

to declare the result of the various examinations or to appoint committees or
officers to do so, and 10 make recommendations regarding the conferment of grant
of degrees, honors, diplomas, titles and marks of honour;

to award stipends, scholarships, medals and prizes, and fo make other awards in
accordance with the Ordinances and such other conditions as may be attached
to the awards;

to publish list of prescribed or recommended text books and to publish syllabus
of the prescribed courses of study;

1o prepare such forms and registers as are, from time to time, prcscribed by
regulations’; and

to perform, in relation to academic matlers, all such duties and to do all such
acts as may be necessary for the proper carrying oul of the provisions of this
Act and the Statutes, Ordinances and regulations made thereunder.

25. (1) The Academic Council shall meet as often as may be necessary, but not less than
twice during an academic year.

(2) The Chairman of the Academic Council shall preside over the meeting of the Academic
Council and in his absence the members present shall elect a person from amongst themselves 10
preside over the meeting,

(4) Hach member of the Academic Council shall have one vote and if there he an equality

(5) If urgent action by the Academic Council becomes necessary, the Vice-Chancellor may
permit the business to be transacted by circulation of papers to the members of the Academic
Council and the actioh proposed to be taken shail not be taken unless agreed to by a majority of
members of the Academic Council and the action so taken shall be intimated forthwith to all the
members of the Academic Council and the papers shall be placed before the next meeting of the
Academic Council for confirmation.

(iv) to give its views and to make recommendations to the Executive Council on any
financial matter affecting the University either on its own initiative or on reference
from the Executive Council or the Vice-Chancellor,

(3y The Finance committee shall meet at least once in six months and three members of
the Finance Committee shall form its quorum.

(4} The Vice-Chancellor shall preside over the meetings of the Finance Committee, and in
his absence the members present shali ctect o person from amongst themselves to preside over
the mecting.

Ofticers of the 28. The following shall be the offtcers of the University,namely:—

29. (1} The Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor from a panel of not less than
three persons recommended by (he committee constituted under sub-section (2) or sub-section {H) :

Provided that if the person or persons approved by the Chancellor out of those
recommended by the commitiee are net willing to accept the appointment, the

Chancelior may call for fresh recommendation from such committee :

Provided further that the first Vice-Chancellor of the University shall be appointed by
the Chancellor after consultation with the State Government.

(2) The Chancellor shall appoint a committee consisting of the following persons, namely:—

(i) one person nominated by the Executive Council;

(i) a member nominated by the State Government;

iii) onc person nominated by the Chairman of the University Grants Commission;
(iv) one persen nominated by the Chancellor.

The Chancellor shall appoint one of the four persons 1o be the Chairman of the commitiee.

(3) For constituting the committee under sub-scction (2), the Chancellor shall, six months
before the cxpiry of the term of the Vice-Chancelior, call upon the Exccutive Council and the
Chairman of the University Grants Commission to choose their nominees and if any or both of
them fail to do so within one month of the receipt of the Chancellor's communication in this regard,
the Chancellor may, further nominate anyone or both persons, as the case may be. The State
Government shall make nomination within time limit.

(4} No person who is connected with the University or any College shall be elected or
nominated on the committee under sub-section (2).

{5) The committee shall submit the panel within six weeks from the date of its constifution
or such further time not exceeding four wecks as may be extended by the Chancelior,

(6) If for any reasons the commitiee constituied under sub-section (2} lails 1o submit the
panel within the period specilied in sub-section (3), the Chancellor shall constitute another
commitlee consisting of four persons. not connected with the University or any college, one of
whom shall be designated as the Chairman, and the commitice so constituted shall submit a panel
of three persons within a period of six weeks or such shorter period as may be specified from
the date of its constitution.

(7) 1f the committee constituted under sub-section (6) fails to submit the panel within the
period specified therein, the Chancellor may appoint any person whom he deems fit, to be the
Vice-Chanccllor.

(8) The terms and conditions of services of the Vice-Chancellor shall be such as may be
prescribed by (he Swatules,

Vice-Chancellor.
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{9 The Vice-Chanceller shall hold office for a term of four years or upto the age of seventy
years, whichever 1s eaddier :

Provided that his term shall be renewable once upto a maximum period of two years but
age not exceeding seventy years, by a resolution to that effect by the General
Counci! and upon the expiry of his term, he shall continue in office until his
successor is appointed and enters upon his office.

{10 The Vice-Chancellor shall,—

(i} ensure that the provisions of this Act and the Statutes, Ordinances and regulations
made thereunder are duly observed;

(i) . have all powers relating to the proper maintenance of discipline in the University.

(11) If, in the opinion of the Vice-Chancellor, any cmergency has arisen, which requires that
immediatc action be taken, he shall take such action as he deems necessary and shall report the
samc for confirmation in the next meeting of the Exccutive Council which in the ordinary course
would have dealt with the matter.

(12) The Vice-Chanceller shal! be the principal executive and academic officer of the
University and Ex-officio chairman of the Academic Council and he shall, in the absence of the
Chancellor, preside over the convocation of the University and confer degrees on persons entitled
to receive them.

(13) The Vice-Chancellor shall exercise general control over the affairs of the University
and shall be responsible for the due maintenance of the discipline in the University.

{14) The Vice-Chancellor may take any action in any cmergency which in his opinion calls
for immediate action and he shall in such a case and as soon as may be thercafter report his
action to the authority which will erdinarily have dealt with the matter.

{15} The Vice-Chancellor shall be responsible for the proper administration of the University
and for a close co-ordination and integralion of teaching, research and extension cducation.

(16) If al any time upon represeniation made or otherwise and after making such enquiries
as may be deemed necessary, it appears o the Chancellor that the Vice-Chancellor :—

{1y has made defaull in perforining any duty imposed on him by or under this Act ; or
{i1) has acted in a manner prejudicial to the interests of the University ; or
¢H)) is incapable of managing the affairs of the University;

the Chancellor may, notwithsianding the fact that the terms of office of the Vice-Chancellor
has not expired by an order in writing stating the rcasons therein require the Vice-
Chancellor to relinguish his office as from such datc as may he specified in the
order.

(17) No order under sub-section {16} shall be passed unless the particulars of the grounds
on which such action is proposed 1o be taken are communicated to the Vice-Chancellor and he is
given a reasonable opportunity of showing cause against the proposed order.

(18) As from the date specified in the order under sub-section {16), the Vice-Chancellor shall
be deemed to have relinquished the office and the office of the Vice-Chancellor shall fall vacant.
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(19) In the event of the occurrence of any vacancy including a temporary vacancy in the
office of the Vice-Chancellor by any reasons, the Pro-Vice-Chancellor and if the Pro-Vice-
Chancellor is not available, the Dean of any facully nominated by the Chancellor for that purpose
shall act as the Vice-Chancellor until the daie on which a new Vice-Chancellor appointed under
sub-section (1) or sub-section (7) 1o fill such vacancy enters upon his office :

Provided that the arrangement contemplated in this Section shall not continue for a peried
of more than six months.

30. The Vice-Chancellor shall nominate one of the Dean as Pro-Vice-Chancellor and he shall
hold office during the pleasure of the Vice-Chancellor and shall perform such function as may be
assigned to him by the Vice-Chancellor.

31. (I} there shall be a Head of the Departmem for each of the departments in the University.

(2) The powers, functions, appointments and the conditions of service of the Heads of the
Departments shall be as prescribed by the Statates.

32, (1) The Registrar shall he a whole time officer of the University and will be appointed
by the State Government, or will be appointed on the deputation. The ferms and conditions of
service of the Registrar shall be such as may be prescribed by the Statutes,

(2) The Registrar shall be the ex-officio Secretary of the Executive Council, Academic
Council, Finance Committee and the faculties, but shall not be deemed to be a member of any of

these authorities.

(3} The Registrar shall,—

(5] complty with all directions and orders of the Executive Council and the Vice-
Chancellor;
(i) be the custodian of the records, common seal, and such other property of the

University as the Executive council shali commit to his charge;

(iin) call a meeting of the Exccutive Council forthwith in an emergency, when ncither
the Vice-Chancellor nor the officer duly authorised is able to act and to take its
discretion for carrying on the work of the University,

{iv) be directly responsible to the Vice-Chancellor for the proper discharge of his
duties and functions;

(v) represent the University in suits or proceeding by the umiversity, sign powers of
attorney and verify the pleadings or depute representatives [or the purpose;

{vi) perform such other duties as may be assigned from time to time by the Executive
Council or the Vice-Chancellor ; and

(vii} he responsible for maintaining the permanent record of the academic performance
of students of the University mcluding the courses taken, grades obtained, degree
awarded, prizes or other distinctions won, and any other items pettinent to the
academic performance of the students.

(4) In the event of the post of the Registrar remaining vacant for any reason, the Vice-
Chancellor may authorise any officer in the service of the University to exercise such powers,
functions and duties of the Registrar as the Vice-Chancellor deems fit,

(4) On the recommendation of the Executive Council, the Vice-Chancellor shall have power
to appeint reputed scholars and subject experts in the University on special service conditions so
as to attract them for teaching.

(5) To achieve the objective of the University, the State Government may employ its teachers
on deputation for a fixed tenure following a prescribed procedure.

Stututes. 34. Subject o the provisions of this Act and the Ordinances and regulations made
thereunder, the Statutes may provide for all or any of the following matters, namely :—

(3} Where the Executive Council has rejected the draft of a regulation proposed by the Aca-
demic Council, the Academic Council may appeal to the Chancellor and the Chancellor may, by
order, divect that the proposed regulation may be laid before the next meeting of the General Coun-
cil for its approval and pending such approval of the General Council if shall have effect from
such date as may be specified in that order :

Provided that if the regulation is not approved by the General council at such meeting,
It shall cease to have effect.

(4} All regulations made by the Executive Council shall be placed before the General
Council at its next meeting, and the General Council shall have the power to
amend or cancel any reguiation made by the Executive Council:

(2) The amount in the said Fund shall be kept in a scheduled bank as defined in the Re-
serve Bank of India Act, 1934 (No. 2 of 1934) or may be .invested in such securitics authoriscd
by the Indian Trusts Aci, 1882 (No.2 of §882) as may be decided by the Executive Council.

(3) The said Fund may be utilized for such purpose of the University and in such manner
as may be prescribed by regulations.

42. {1} The annual accounts of the University shall be prepared under the directions of the
Executive Council.

(2) The accounts of the University shall, at least once in a year, be audited by the auditors
appointed by the Executive Council:

Provided that the State Government shall have the powers to direct, whenever considered
necessary, an audit of the accounts of the University including the institutions managed by it, by
such avdilers as it may specily.

(31 A copy of the audiled accounts together with the audit report shal! be placed before the
General Council and also shall be submitted (o the State Government and thereafter it shall be
published by the Executive Council,

{4) The annual accounts shall be considered by the General Council at its annual meeting

49, The State Government may transfer to the University, buildings, lands or any other
property, whether movable or immiovable, for use and management by the University en such con-
ditions and subject o such limitations as the State Government may deem fit for the purpose of
this Act.
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50. (1} No act or proceeding of any authority, comminee or body of the University shall be
invalid merely by reason of—

{a) any vacancy in or defeci in the constitution thereof ; or

(b} any defect in the nomination or appoiniment of a person acting as a member

{c) any irregularity in ils procedure not affecting the merits of the case,

(2) No resolution of any authority or body of the Umversity shall be deemed 1o be invalid
on account of any mregularity in the service of notice upon any member provided that the
proceedings of such authority or body were not prejudicially affected by such irregularity.

51. If any difficulty arises with respect to the establishment of the University or in connection
with the first meeting of any authority of the University or otherwise in first giving effect to the
provisions of this Act and the regulations, the Chancellor may, at any time, before all authorities
of the University have heen constituted, by order, make any appointment or do anything consistent,
so far as may be, with rhe provisions of this Act and the regulations, which apperar to him
necessary or expedient for the purpose of removing the difficully and every such order shall have
effect as if such appeintment or action had been made or tzken in the manner provided in this
Act and the Statutes, Ordinances and regulations :

Provided that before making any such order the Chancellor shall ascertain and consider
the opinion of the Vice-Chancellor and of such appropriate authority of the
University as may have been constituted.

52. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, the Vice-Chanccllor may, with the
previous approval of the Chairman of the General Council and subject to the availability of funds,
discharge all or any of the functions of the University for the purpose of carrying out the provisions
of this Act and for that purposes may exercise any powers or perform any duties, which by this
Act are to be exercised or performed by any anthority of the University until, such authorily comes
inlo existence as provided by this Act.

53. (1) If the State Government on receipt of a rcport or otherwise, satisfied that a situation
has arisen in which the administration of the University cannot be carried out in acordance with
the provisiens of the Act, without detriment 1o the interests of the University, and it is expedient
in the interest of the University so 1o do, it may by notification, for reasons to be mentioned
therein, direct that the provisions of sub-section (2), (3), {4) and (5) shall, as from the date specilied
in the notification (hereinafter in this section referred to as the appointed date), apply to the
University.

(2) The notification issued under sub-section (1} (hereinafter referred 1o as the notilication)
shall remain in operation for a period of one year from the appointed date and the State
Government may, from time to time, extend the period by such further period as it may think fit
so however that the total period of operation of the notification does not exceed three years.

(3} As from the appointed date the Vice-Chancellor, holding office immediatcly before the
appointed date, shall notwithstanding that his tcrm of office has not expired, vacate his office,
and the Chancellor shall simultanecusly with the issue of the notification appoint the
Vice-Chanceltlor, who shall hald office during the period of operation of the notitication :

Provided that the Vice-Chancellor shall be appointed by the Chancellor in consultation with
the State Government and may be removed by the Chancellor in the like manner _

Provided further that the Vice-Chancellor may, notwithstanding the expiration of the pericd
of operation of the notification, continue to hold office thereafter until his successor enters upon
olfice bul Lhis period shall not exceed one year.
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(4) As from the appointed date. the following consequences shall ensue, namely :—
(i} Every person holding office as a member of the Executive Council or the
Academic Council, as the case may be, immediately before the appointed date
shall cease 1o hold that office;
(i) unti! the Executive Council or Academic Council, as the case may be, is
reconstituted, the Vice-Chancellor appointed under sub-section (3) shall exercise
the powers and perform the duties conferred or impose by or under this Act, on
the Executive Council or Academic Council -
Provided that the Chanccller may, if hc Considers it necessary so to do, appoint a
committiee consisting of an educationist, an administrative expert and a financial
expert to assist the Vice-Chancellor so appointed in exercise of such powers and
performance of such duties.
(5} Before the expiration of the period of operation of the notification or immediately as
carly as practicable, thereafter, the Vice-Chancellor shall take steps to constitute the Executive
Council and Academic Council in accordance with the provisions of the Act, and the Executive
Council and Academic Council as so constituted shall begin to function on the date immediately
following the date of expiry of the period of operation of the notification or the date on which
the respective bodies are so constituted whichever is later .
Provided that if the Execcutive Council and Academic Council are not constituted before
the expiration of the perod of operation of the notification, the Vice-Chanllceor
shall on such expiration, exercise the powers of each of these authorities subject
to prier approval of the Chancellor till the Executive Council or Academic

done in pursuance of this Act or any Statutes, ordinances and regulations made thereunder.

33. The provisions ol this Act and any Statutes, ordinances and regulations made thereunder
shall have effect notwilhstanding anything inconsistent therewith contained in any other law [or the
time being in force or in any instrument having effect by virtue of any law other than this Act.

56. The University shall be a non-affiliating University.

57. {1} Every Stawue, Ordinance and regulation made under this Act shall be published in
the official Gazette.

(2) Every Statute, Ordinance and regulation made under this Act shali be laid, as soon as
may be after it is made, before the Legislalive Assembly.

(3} The power to make Statutes, Ordinances and regulations shall include the power to give
retrospective effect from the date not earlier than the date of commencement of this Act, to the
Statutes, Ordinances and regulations or any of them but ne retrospective effect shall be given in
any Statute, Ordenance and regulation so as to prejudicially affect the interest of any person to
whom such Statule, Ordinance and regulstion are applicable.
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
